This is an introductory course which examines the interaction of military, political, economic, social and cultural forces in present-day world politics. Close attention is paid to the complex relationship between two central components of this system: great power relations and global capitalist dynamics. Among the topics covered are hegemonic stability and the rise and fall of the great powers, the changing role of state sovereignty, the strengths and weaknesses of international civil society, as well as the role of justice and international/transnational legal institutions in world politics. Other issues to be discussed include the relations of the world’s sole superpower (the United States) vis-à-vis the newly emerging  geopolitical centers of power, namely the European Union, China, India and Russia, as well as such regions as the Middle East and Latin America. The course does not rely on a single theoretical framework, be it (neo)realism, (neo)liberalism, constructivism or historical materialism; instead, we will follow in the path of such world classics as Kautylia, Sun Tzu, Thucydides, Machiavelli, Hobbes, Clausewitz, Kant, and Karl Marx.

· COURSE REQUIREMENTS
· Since my lectures are largely interpretative, I will not recapitulate the assigned readings. Therefore, I will assume you have read them in advance of each class session.
· You are encouraged to post comments to at least 10 separate Blackboard “Discussion Boards.” Each “Discussion Board” corresponds to one class meeting.  Please submit your comments no later than 10:00 pm on the day prior to the given class meeting.  It is my hope that this exercise will enable you to better understand what you have read, and to more effectively organize your thoughts.  Because these comments will be available to anyone enrolled in the course, I hope some of them will generate serious counter-comments, which will then spill over into our meetings.  (None of these comments will be graded  or returned to you,  though I will consult them if your final grade is borderline.)

8. "What's next after the Cold War?" Miklos Haraszti/ Guest Speaker  (Thursday, February 18) 
Miklos Haraszti is a dissident author on censorship and a founder of Hungary's democratic and free press movement in the 1970s. He went to legislate on press freedom in the country's freely elected Parliament in the 1990s, and has directed the media freedom watchdog institution of the 56-nation Organisation for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE) since 2004. 

In his lecture, Haraszti assesses how the collapse of European Communism between 1989 and 1991 first led to the liberalization of the press in the entire Northern hemisphere, only to give way in the last decade to a deterioration in media freedoms in the new democracies. He describes a counter-reformation drive in the post-Soviet lands, and a breakdown of liberal qualities in the media even in Central Europe, the erstwhile core of the democratization process. In important dimensions of free speech, like media pluralism, media governance, and freedom of expression, clear divisions are returning along the lines of the old iron curtain. However, the seeming re-emergence of the 'three Europes' of the 1980s bodes no return to the past. It is civil society's protracted fight for its rights that is increasingly taking place on the Internet, and should not be abandoned by the international community.
