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In 1848, Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels wrote that under capitalism, "all that is solid melts into air".


AND


“At a certain stage of their development, the material productive forces

of society come in conflict with the existing relations of production,

or - what is but a legal expression for the same thing - with the

property relations within which they have been at work hitherto.

From forms of development of the productive forces these relations

turn into their fetters. Then begins an epoch of social revolution.

( Preface to A Contribution to the Critique of Political Economy)
AND

“One capitalist always strikes down many others. Hand in hand with this centralization, or this expropriation of many capitalists by a few, other developments take place on an ever-increasing scale, such as the growth of the co-operative form of the labor process, the conscious technical application of science, the planned exploitation of the soil, the transformation of the means of labor into forms in which they can only be used in common, the economizing of all means of production by their use as the means of production of combined, socialized labor, the entanglement of all peoples in the net of the world market, and, with this, the growth of the international character of the capitalist regime.” 
(Capital, Vol. 1)

AND
In an “Afterword to the second German edition, Capital, Volume I,” Marx had noted: “The contradictions inherent in the movement of capitalist society impress themselves upon the practical bourgeois most strikingly in the changes of the periodic cycle, through which modern industry runs, and whose crowning point is the universal crisis……

AND

In Capital Volume III (Chapter 32), Marx had noted the growth of “money-capitalists” along with the growth of “material wealth” under capitalism, linking it up with the growth of rentiers and the development of the credit system, and underscoring the speculative tendencies that arose out of it:  “With the growth of material wealth the class of money-capitalists grows; on the one hand, the number and the wealth of retiring capitalists, rentiers, increases; and on the other hand, the development of the credit system is promoted, thereby increasing the number of bankers, money-lenders, financiers, etc. With the development of the available money-capital, the quantity of interest-bearing paper, government securities, stocks, etc., also grows. . . . However, at the same time the demand for available money-capital also grows, the jobbers, who speculate with this paper, playing a prominent role on the money-market . . . . With the development of the credit system; great concentrated money markets are created, such as London, which are at the same time the main seats of trade in this paper. The bankers place huge quantities of the public's money-capital at the disposal of this unsavory crowd of dealers, and thus this brood of gamblers multiplies.”

(Each “blackboard attachment” should include your name and a title, be only 2-3 pages long, double-spaced, in times new roman 12” font, and saved as an msword attachment.)

· The Course Grade: Your grade in this course will be based on a 15-20 page term paper AND on your four “blackboard Dear dr. letters." If you submit four blackboard letters and do not miss more than 2 classes, your term paper will count for 100% of the course. If you fail to submit one or more of these 4 "letters" OR miss more than 2 seminar meetings your final grade will automatically drop by one half letter grade.

· Class Presentation: approximately twenty-minute presentation of the draft of your essay with input from classmates.
· TERM PAPER TOPIC: Write a 15-20 page paper. You may write on any of the ten themes into which the course syllabus is divided. In addition, during the course of the semester I will mention other potential topics but the final choice is up to you. In order to maximize the chances that your topic is an appropriate one and well developed, you must summit two-page proposal which include some preliminary but serious bibliography.
