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Should Karl Marx be given yet another chance?  Is there anything left to gain by returning to texts whose earnest exegesis has occupied countless interpreters, both friendly and hostile, for generations?  Has Marx’s credibility survived the global debacle of those regimes and movements which drew inspiration from his work, however poorly they understood it?  Or, conversely, have we entered a new era in which post-Marxism has joined a host of other “post”-phenomena?  This seminar will deal with these questions and related questions in the context of a close and critical reading of Marx’s texts.  The main themes we will discuss include Marx’s conception of capitalist modernity, material and intellectual production, power, class conflicts and social consciousness, and his critique of alienation, bourgeois freedom and representative democracy.  We will also examine Marx’s theories of historical progress, capitalist exploitation, globalization and human emancipation.  This course fulfills the requirement for an advanced seminar in Political Science.

REQUIREMENTS: 
1. Your grade in this course will be based on a 15-20 page term paper AND on your weekly "Dear Karl Letters." The term paper will count for 50% of the grade and the other 50% will be derived from the weekly "Dear Karl Letters" in the following way:
a. You must submit at least 7 out of a possible 11 (seminar meeting #2 through #11) "letters" to Blackboard’s Discussion Board. 
b. The basic socialist principle on which I will grade your "letters" is "from each according to her or his ability; to each according to her or his individual effort.'' In short, anyone who submits 7 or more "letters" that show a reasonable effort was made to write competent critiques will get an "A" for her/his weekly "Dear Karl Letters."
c. If you fail to submit one or more of these 7 "letters," your mark will automatically drop by one half letter grade for each missing essay (e.g., if 8 essays are submitted, the grade will be "A-"; if 7 are submitted, "B+"; etc.).
d. If you submit a “Dear Karl Letter” but do not come to a given seminar, this letter will not count towards the required quota.

2. Reading all of the assigned literature is required before each seminar. In addition, in advance of each Tuesday’s meeting, you are expected to write a three to four page, double-spaced analysis of the assigned literature. These short "Dear Karl Letters" should be posted to Blackboard’s Discussion Board no later than Sunday 11:00pm.I plan read them prior to our Tuesday 2:00 p.m. meeting, so that I may take your insights as well as your questions about the assigned literature into account in our seminar discussions. I hope, you too, will find time to look at each others “Dear Karl Letters” so that you will be familiar with your colleagues’ views; hence, the Sunday 11:00pm deadline. 

Please don't feel that you have to be on top of what you've read in order to write about it. Karl Marx is a difficult thinker; his sentences are not always penetrable or easily followed. Therefore, I believe, any effort to understand his writings that includes questions, puzzlement, amazement or anger in response to what you've read is, ultimately, more useful in understanding Marx than any mere summary, hysterical rejection or enthusiastic endorsement of his ideas. Don't try to avoid what you do not understand.

There are a number of ways in which you may be able to write your ``think pieces.'' For example, as the semester progresses, you may want to refer to the readings done for earlier sessions with the aim of discussing whether Marx manages to preserve continuity among his various concepts and categories, OR, conversely, whether he seems to treat them in isolation from one another. But probably an easier way (at least at the beginning of the semester) to engage in a personal "discourse" with Marx, would be to identify what you consider the most important passages in the assigned literature and analyze them. Do these passages build on and reinforce one another? Do they undermine or contradict one another? Do you find these passages insightful, confusing, or deeply troubling? Why?

Please remember, whatever approach you take, make sure that you do not forget about the topic you are supposed to address; e.g., for the fourth meeting you are asked to pay attention to Marx's labor theory of value, use value, exchange value, surplus value, etc. Take care to select passages which enable you to discuss issues relevant to this subject. However interesting they may be, it would be inappropriate for you to choose excerpts which do not shed any light on the theme to be examined during our class meeting.
3. TERM PAPER TOPIC
Write a 15-20 page paper. You may write on any of the eleven themes into which the course syllabus is divided. In addition, during the course of the semester I will mention other potential topics but the final choice is up to you. In order to maximize the chances that your topic is an appropriate one and well developed, you must come to discuss it with me once you have formulated it. The deadline for approval is Tuesday, April 12. Your paper will be due no later than Friday, May 6
