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This course will explore the questions of appropriateness and the ambiguity of the great powers and the great power system in the post-bipolar era. Attention will be paid to evaluation of the strategic priorities and foreign policy capabilities of the United States and the three present-day Eurasian great powers, China, India and Russia. Specifically, the course will analyze, in a comparative fashion, the effects of hard and soft power, such as geopolitical location, military and economic resources, demography, and national identity on the decision-making processes in developing these states’ foreign policies. It will also examine the specific political structures and mechanisms through which foreign policy pressure groups in these countries compete. The course will end with an analysis of great power politics in present Persian Gulf and Central Asia

· COURSE REQUIREMENTS

· Since our lectures are largely interpretative, we will not recapitulate the assigned readings. Therefore, we will assume you have read them in advance of each class session.
· You are encouraged to post comments to ten separate Blackboard “Discussion Boards.” Each “Discussion Board” corresponds to one class meeting.  Please submit your comments no later than midnight on the day prior to the given class meeting.  It is our hope that this exercise will enable you to better understand what you have read, and enable you to more effectively organize your thoughts.  Because these comments will be available to anyone enrolled in the course, we hope some of them will generate serious counter-comments, which will then spill over into our meetings.  (None of these comments will be graded, though we will consult them if your final grade is borderline.)  

· We are  not going to be counting class attendance towards your course grade. However, we will consult the attendance sheet in circumstances such as a request for an extension on your exams and term papers.
· As far as other major requirements are concerned, you will have TWO OPTIONS: you can either take this course as an introductory course  to world politics OR you can take it as an advanced political science seminar :

Option ONE - IF you are taking the course as a general introduction to world politics (by the way, the course also fulfills the “number one” Five College IR Certificate requirement):   One in-class exam, one take-home essay AND two online quizzes. The in-class exam and the take-home essay will each count for 35% of the final grade; each quiz will count for 15% of the final grade. The in-class exam will be given on Thursday, October 26. The FIRST online quiz (map quiz) will take place in Webster 102 from 6:00-8:00pm on either October 16 or October 17. The SECOND quiz will take place in Webster 102 from 6:00-8:00pm on either December 15 or 16. (Both quizzes are self-scheduled BUT expect to spend approximately 30 minutes on each quiz. Therefore, don't try to take either of these two quizzes after 7:30pm.)  For the take-home essay, you will be able to choose one of the four topics.
